TENNESSEE QSO PARTY 2017 -
RESULTS @

The 2017 Tennessee QSO Party was a happy success. Several records were set - not least among
them, record turnout. 249 entries were submitted, shattering the previous record of 231 in 2010.
In some years, the QSO Party seems to be a 40-meter CW-only contest. That wasn't the case in
2017. Arecord number of phone QSOs were made, accounting for nearly half of all QSOs.

But that wasn't at the expense of CW. We haven't seen this many total QSOs since 2013. (in 2013,
15 meters was still open and nearly 500 QSOs were made. This year we had to settle for 28.)

It turns out on Sunday @ 11:00 (18:00z) some W4 stations floated through. | ran the
FT-1000mp with a new external audio filter combination of the MFJ-752c in the left ear
and an Autek QF-1a filter for the right. Running SO2V, | effectively had DSP in stereo for
CW & SSB.

As usual my main beef with TNQP is that ONLY a handful of Tennessee stations are
hearable with my combo CH-250 vertical and a horizontal Vee. | enjoy QSO parties so
you can be sure I'll be back next year - especially if the All Asian contest is a bust like it
was here this year.
